performance of their duties—whether before, during, or after carrying out their official duties and
responsibilities that may lead to corruption and misconduct both in the present and in the future. We
will join forces in fostering an organizational culture grounded in honesty, integrity, and transparency,
and in promoting positive attitudes and values in the performance of public duties, also able to
automatically distinguish between public and personal interests, consistently placing public interest
above personal interest. We will cultivate public mind, perform our duties with faimess, transparent
and without discrimination, and refrain from any actions that may create a conflict of interest between
public and personal interests.

We will strictly adhere to the ethical standards of government
officials, the Department of Mental Health’s Code of Conduct, and the Department’s guidelines
on the giving or receiving of gifts or benefits for officials at all positions and levels, including
all relevant laws, regulations, and Cabinet resolutions to achieve the goals of “Zero Corruption
and Wrongful Conducts MOPH” and “BMHA Together Against Corruption.”
